The St. Viator School staff hopes you are enjoying your summer break and that you will continue to have a peaceful and 
blessed vacation. This letter is to keep you informed about the 2008-2009 school year. 
 
Tuition, Office Hours, and Scrip Information  

¥ Coupon Book is enclosed including your monthly tuition payment coupons and the following special coupons: 
A. Student Subscriptions, B. Playground Fee, C. Technology Fee, D. Development Fund (new families only),  
E. Yearbook, and F. Eighth grade graduation. 

o The first tuition payment is due by July 15.  Late payments will be charged a $30.00 late fee unless 
prior arrangements are made.  All checks are payable to St. Viator School and should have your 
family I.D. number on them. 

o The school office will be closed from June 23 through July 13.  Please make sure your July 
payment is mailed to the school (4246 S. Eastern Ave., Las Vegas, NV 89119) postmarked prior to 
July 25 to avoid a late charge.   The office reopens on July 14 at which time you may bring your 
payment into school. The payment must be given directly to the schoolÕs administrative personnel. 

o Summer office hours:  July 14 to August 1, 9AM to noon and from August 4 to August 15,  
9 AM to 2 PM. Please notify the office immediately if any changes occur during the summer break 
such as phone numbers, addresses, etc. 

¥ The Scrip Program offers a Scrip Buyout instead of making scrip purchases. The buyout can be paid either by 
a one-time payment of $350.00 or $35.00 per month added to your tuition payment.  

o Scrip is sold at Mass on Saturday/Sunday and at the school office from July 14 through August 13 on 
Wednesdays from 9:00 AM to noon.  During the school year scrip is sold in the office at drop-off and 
pick-up times (dependant upon volunteers).  If you would like to volunteer to help with scrip sales, 
please sign up on Orientation Day in the gym. 

Orientation Day Information  
¥ Grades 1-8, Monday, August 18th between 8 AM to noon. The assignments for all grades will be posted on 

the classroom doors. Parents and students should go to the classroom, meet the teacher, and pick up their 
Family Envelope containing parent/student contracts.  Please read these over carefully with your child(ren). 
The signed envelope as well as all applicable paperwork must be returned to school before Friday, August 22.  
Supplies to be purchased from school (see enclosed Supply List/items listed under ”buy at school”) will be 
sold in the gym on the 18th. 

¥ PreKindergarten & Kindergarten (Primary Campus):   
o Monday August 18th Meet the Teacher Day will be held on from 10 AM to Noon for parents and 

students.  On that day please bring all supplies indicated on the enclosed Supply List labeled with 
your childÕs full name.  Your child should be with you to meet the teacher and visit the classroom.  

o Tuesday August 19th Primary Campus Orientation Day with PK 1 meeting at 10 AM and PK 2 at  
1 PM, K1 and K2 meeting at 10 AM for a formal Orientation Presentation for PARENTS ONLY.  
This very important informational meeting will last approximately 45 minutes to one hour.   

o Wednesday, August 20th First Day Of School for all Primary Campus students, PK1, K1 and K2 
beginning at 8:15 AM and PK 2 at 11:40 AM.  

Miscellaneous Information 
¥ Extended Care Cards will be available for purchase on Orientation Day. 
¥ Immunizations: Any student who does not have their updated immunization record on file with the school 

nurse by August 19 will not be permitted to attend school until all records have been received. 
¥ Uniform List for grades K-8 is enclosed. All students are required to wear solid black (no logos or colors) 

tennis shoes. 
o Kindergarten:  Uniform shoes are black tennis shoes with Velcro closures. The casual uniform is 

mandatory and dress uniform is optional for kindergarten students. 
o PreKindergarten: The uniform is optional for prekindergarten students. 

¥ Back-to-School Social sponsored by PTO is on Friday, September 5th from 6 to 9 PM.  This is a great time to 
see old friends and meet new ones.
